Improve HAND HYGIENE Compliance
Gloves lined with aloe vera gives healthcare workers’ hands a treat

CITY, STATE, DATE – A new type of protective glove has been introduced at FACILITY NAME. More than X staff members at FACILITY are now using Aloetouch® gloves as part of an overall program to help improve hand hygiene compliance. The non-latex gloves are coated on the inside with a freeze-dried aloe vera extract, which is activated by the heat and moisture of the wearer’s hand. According to the manufacturer, Medline Industries, Inc., the aloe vera soothes and moisturizes the skin.1,2
Healthcare workers’ hands are not used to such pampering. Hands may be washed with harsh soaps dozens of times each day, potentially stripping away oils naturally present in the skin. On top of that, they are doused with alcohol-based sanitizers several times each hour. Skin-tight gloves are put on and pulled off just as frequently. Especially during the low-humidity winter months, hands can become irritated. Unfortunately, skin irritation is a significant barrier to hand hygiene compliance.3
“These gloves are helping FACILITY NAME in a couple of ways,” said SPOKESPERSON NAME. “First, they are doing the job a glove should do, by protecting our staff members as well as the people they’re caring for. Second, it shows the staff that we care about their skin and satisfaction, and that we’re making decisions with that in mind. By doing these things, we’re really serving and protecting our community.” 

The objective behind the switch to the Aloetouch® glove, according to SPOKESPERSON LAST NAME, was to improve hand hygiene compliance, driven in part because of the soothed hands it leaves behind.

 “We watch costs very carefully these days,” continued SPOKESPERSON. “We think the Aloetouch gloves are a smart expenditure.” A recently published study in the journal Infection Control and Hospital Epidemeology4 cited the cost of treating a serious facility-acquired infection as high as $68,146. The same study estimated that improving hand hygiene compliance just 1% would save a 200-bed hospital over $39,000 per year. The technology that adds the moisturizing layer to the inside of the glove also adds about a half-cent to the cost of each glove. 

To date, over a billion Aloetouch gloves have been sold worldwide. They are not only used in healthcare settings, but also in food service, environmental services, laboratories, automobile service and in manufacturing.
